	OBJECTIVES OF THE POST
· To play a role in ensuring exemplary standards of behaviour for learning at Hanley Castle High School by supporting the students in the Ready to Learn Room. This room is used to give reflection time and time out to those students who are not meeting the very high expectations of conduct in the classroom.

· To contribute to a calm, positive, purposeful, and orderly environment where students can re-establish appropriate behaviour for learning following removal from a lesson.
· To support the Ready to Learn Room Manager to achieve high standards of engagement and quality in the room.
· To contribute to the exceptional pastoral care provision at Hanley Castle High School.

· Provide short term support in addressing the needs of students to overcome a range of barriers to learning, including behavioural difficulties. 
· To provide help and support to the Key Stage Teams under the direction and supervision of the Deputy Headteacher – Student Support. 


	MAIN DUTIES
· To supervise the students in the Ready to Learn Room in accordance with expectations set out by the school.

· To facilitate the arrival and exit of students to and from the Ready to Learn Room. 

· To facilitate a calm and purposeful environment for student who have been unable to sustain appropriate behaviour for learning in their lessons or who require a period of reflection.
· To proactively support students to improve their behaviour for learning.

· To use the school MIS system. 
· To lead detentions when required.

· To ensure the environment in the Ready to Learn Room is well maintained.

· To follow school behaviour management systems and adhere to the policy with precision.

· To work closely with the pastoral team in the school on other related duties as required by the Deputy Headteacher.

· To promote and safeguard the welfare of the young people in the school.
There is potential for this role to take on broader involvement in pastoral provision within the school in the next academic year.
