· Task 1 – Write an 80–90-word text linked to four bullet points in an informal context. You have a choice of 2 questions.
· Task 2 – Write a 130–150-word text linked to four bullet points in a formal context. You have a choice of 2 questions.
· Task 3 – Translation a short paragraph from English into French/German.
