What not to wear

Footwear - canvas shoes, trainers, boots

Trousers — skinny fit, elastic/legging/lycra based, Cropped

Jewellery — Bracelets, necklaces, rings

Piercings — multiple piercings, hooped earrings, hanging earrings, facial piercings
Socks — white or coloured socks
